Ocean — 1⁄8 yard
Beach — 1⁄8 yard
Tree Trunks — 1⁄8 yard
Palm Leaves — 1⁄8 yard
Sun — 1⁄4 yard
Embroidery floss for ocean waves, palm
branches, seagulls and beach detail

Finished 14" Block
1. Draw a 14" square onto sky fabric. Rough cut 1" outside drawn line.

2. Trace all pattern pieces onto right side of fabric. “Eye” 1⁄4" seam allowance all
around and cut out. The little X’s on the palm leaf patterns indicate the end that
attaches to the trunk.
3. Applique pieces in the order numbered on placement diagram.
8. Embroidery: Embroider all embroidery lines with a stem stitch using one strand
of embroidery floss. Fill in seagulls with a satin stitch using two strands of floss.
